
 Lee Township 
Regular Meeting Minutes


August 11, 2014
The Regular Meeting of the Lee Township Board was called to order at 7:35 pm at the Lee Township Hall, 877  56th Street,  Pullman, MI 49450.
Members Present: Trustee Black, Trustee Galdikas, Treasurer Lowery, Supervisor Owen and Clerk King
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
Board Comments:   Clerk King gave the election results for Lee Township.   Lee Township residents supported Senior Services 124 yes to 35 no, 911 Surcharge supported 93 yes, 68 no, Proposal 1 supported 103 yes to 55 no and Bloomingdale School Renewal of millage support 56 yes to 53 no.   We have two new election inspectors, Nancy Maas and Pam Booth.  Both ladies did a wonderful job and as always, the current election staff did an excellent job!
Citizens Comments:  No Report
A motion was made by Black and seconded by Lowery to approve the Regular Meeting minutes from July 14, 2014.  All voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Galdikas and seconded by Black to receive the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Black, Galdikas, Lowery, Owen and King.   All voted Yes - Motion carried.
County Commissioners Report: No Report
Deputy’s Report:  During the month of July, there were 115 calls.  The Lee Township deputy handled 50 of the calls.  The breakdown of complaints were as follows:  2 domestic, 2 assaults, 4 juvenile, 1 CSC, 8 civil, 3 abandon 911 calls, 2 drug, 1 DUI, 1 PPO violation, 3 harassment, 1 loud noise and 3 blight.  Deputy Brown’s hours will change slightly starting in October.  His shifts will be from 4 pm to 4 am, instead of 3 pm to 3 am which will allow him to be on duty when school is letting out.  
Fire Department Report:  During the last month there were 8 calls. Cement has been poured for the tower.   Training took place during the month on physical agility.  The search for another truck is still in progress.  
A motion was made by King and seconded by Owen to pay the $3600.00 for hose for the purpose of applying for the DNR grant to receive half of the cost back.   Roll call vote was taken: Yes – Black, Galdikas, Lowery, Owen and King.  Motion carried.
First Responders:  During the previous month there were 35 calls.  The year to date totals is 231 calls in 222 days.  Lastly(remove) Director Rawson reported that the cardiac thumper has been ordered. 

Ambulance Report:  Trustee Black read the ambulance report from July 15th meeting.  He reported that AMR has been renewed for 1 more year.  
Building Inspector:  During the month there was 1 plumbing permit, 1 mechanical and 3 electrical permits issued.  Supervisor Owen stated that he has not received the number of building permits issued this month prior to the meeting. 

Community Building:   The movie “Heaven is for Real” was the last movie shown.  Upcoming on Wednesday is Senior Cards open to all seniors.   Schedules are posted in front of the Community Center and on the website leetwp.org  
Cemetery Report:  No report
Library Report:  No report
Transfer Station:  Totals for July were as follows:  There was $888.00 collected and 87 tickets redeemed.    
Lower Scott Lake Board:  The report was given by E. DeWeerd.  There have been 3 weed treatments down(remove) this summer. There is a meeting scheduled with the DEQ for discussion on the containment site.   
Assessors’ Report:  Assessor Mitchell was not present, but a report was given by Supervisor Owen. The Board of Review met on July 22nd  to make corrections to errors of mutual fact.  He also stated that there were no land splits this month.  
Land Divisions:  A motion was made by Galdikas and seconded by Lowery to approve on Armijo, parcel 0312-020-008-20 which was approved by building inspector and assessor.  All voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Galdikas and seconded by Owen to approve the land split for Latchaw, parcel 0312-019-033-80 as approved by the building inspector and assessor.  All voted “Aye”.  Motion carried. 

Holiday Committee:  No report.

Pullman Pride:  No report.   Trustee Galdikas reported that the containers for donations that were placed at area businesses raised $369.96 to go towards scholarships.
Newsletter Committee:  Next edition will be mailed in November.  
Clean Team:  Still in need of volunteers.
Road Committee:   No report.
OLD BUSINESS

Pullman Branch Drain Resolution:  Supervisor Owen reported that he had met with Drain Commissioner and the Drain Code does require townships to pay cost over 5,000.00 for cleaning.   The issue of the ownership of the culvert has not been resolved and requested information has not been received from the Drain Office.  

NEW BUSINESS  

Personal Property Tax:  The board discussed the notice received to have the 2004-2009 taxes stricken from the records.  The purpose is cut cost of printing and sending notices to properties that are consistently not paying taxes.   This would be small properties where taxes due are very slight and are not recovered.  The cost is about $1200.00 which would be split by 4 to 5 townships.   A motion was made by Lowery and seconded by Owen to participate in the process if the fee does not exceed 300.00.  All voted “Aye”.   Motion carries.
Payment of the Bills:

A motion was made by Galdikas and seconded by Black to authorize the clerk to pay the bills as presented with additions..(remove extra)  Roll call was taken:  Yes –Black, Galdikas, Lowery, Owen and King.   Motion carried.

A motion was made by King and seconded by Galdikas to authorize the clerk to pay the election staff from the August 5th election.  Roll call was taken:  Yes –Black, Galdikas, Lowery, Owen and King.   Motion carried. (Add period)
 Correspondence:  Supervisor Owen thanked Michael Carroll for helping him with the Community Center sign.   Tonya Schuitmaker came to introduce herself to everyone and encourage them to vote in November.   Senator Schuitmaker is going to be covering some of our district and wanted to introduce herself.  She passed out brochures with her contact information.
A motion was made by Galdikas and seconded by Black to adjourn the meeting.   All voted “Aye”.  Motion carried.
